In addition, the refusal of some members to ratify the non-binding agreement is an
object of analysis in the study. Through media outlets, analysis of parliamentary
debates at the Swiss Federal Assembly and experts’ interviews, | build a narrative on
the negotiations of the compact and also on the possible implications that this
unprecedented agreement may entail for migration management throughout the world.
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
