NEW WALLS IN
GLOBALIZATION:

THE US, ISRAEL, SAUDI
ARABIA AND INDIA
COMPARED

The euphoria after the fall of the Iron Curtain has been disappointed.
Whereas economic globalization is progressing and the rich world
enjoys free mobility and consumes products, new walls and fortifications
are coming up at the borders of the US, Israel, India, and Saudi Arabia.
They go over hundreds and thousands of miles and their size reminds

of the Great Chinese wall and the Roman limes. The new walls have
intense effects on the ground and send important symbolic messages.
They are justified by stopping immigration and upholding security

and sovereignty and as perfect technical solutions for political problems.
Differences between the countries inside and outside are collateralized,
Disappointment with limited success of the material or virtual walls leads
to a radicalisation of the border discourse. The first border wall

is followed by another one, until all borders of a county are walled.

At the same time, however, globalization continues and the dominant
states snatch over the walls.

THE EU AS AN ACTOR
IN THE MIGRATION/
SECURITY GAME

Migration both defines and is defined by state sovereignty claims
which are played out in respect of the identity of people and the territorial
claims of states. As the 21st century begins to unfold, state claims
regarding their entitlement to carry out increasingly intrusive checks

on people based on their nationality are justified on grounds of security.
These security claims may be rather disparate, ranging from state security
in the form of protection of the body politics from attack (terrorism)

to protection of state resources from unqualified claimants (welfare
tourism). The situation in the EU, however is charged with contradictions
as the emergence of the EU as a law maker and enforcer in both the
fields of migration and security confounds the simply state sovereignist
vision. As a non-state actor which has a mission to ensure the abolition
of border controls on persons moving among the EU states (and neigh-
bouring states which are assimilated to the system), the EU engagement
creates important new tensions among the Member States and leads
towards surprising new approaches.
